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THIS 'is the sight ‘our lawmakers are
sick of seeing - and they have warned
heavy drinkers to prepare for a
crackdown.

Drunken mayhem continues to soak
up more victims with young men and
women bearing the brunt every Friday
and Saturday night. Police statistics
show alcohol is involved in a quarter
of all crime. New measures including
bans on full-strength alcohol and
mandatory use of plastic glasses will
be enforced in Queensland in a bid to
control the problem.
